Approval of Minutes

Old Business

Safety Suggestions

· Regarding the previous safety suggestion about adding a badge swipe to the entrance at the VA clinic on the 2nd floor – Buildings & Grounds and IT will investigate this to see if a badge swipe can be added. This would allow employees to re-enter the building after 4:30 after the doors lock.  
Workers’ Compensation 
· Accident reports from September were discussed. 
· No corrective action required – Paul K. confirmed that the incident at the jail was compliant with all policies and procedures. 
New Business

· The fire academy building in Houston is in need of a working AED. Gerry Coleman had previously indicated that Public Safety would purchase an AED for this building. 

· The Parks department is requesting AED’s to be added to certain locations at the County parks. It is possible that money from next year’s PCORP grant could be used to purchase these. 

· The new Human Services building in Avella will also need an AED. There is already a cabinet. 
· The committee discussed panic buttons. It was confirmed that IT routinely goes around and checks to make sure they are working. When the button is pressed, a notification goes to IT and the Sheriff’s department. The Sheriff’s department will report to the department when they receive the notification. 
· Laura H. suggested that all department heads should receive a written policy and procedure of what happens when a panic button is activated.
· Laura H. suggested that there should be a deputy sheriff stationed at the lobby desk in the Crossroads Building between 6:00 AM – 8:00 PM. This would need to be discussed with the Sheriff. 
· The committee discussed that the doors to the Crossroads Building open at 6:00 AM and lock at 8:00 PM. Anyone entering outside of these hours would need to swipe their ID badges.
· The committee discussed the upcoming Wellness & Safety Fair on October 28th. The Safety Committee will have a table at the event and will have a prize giveaway.
