Approval of Minutes

· It was suggested to add a push button to the 3rd floor doors to accommodate a disabled employee. Dan G. confirmed that they are obtaining quotes for this project.

· The Committee had previously discussed that there should be a deputy sheriff stationed at the lobby desk in the Crossroads Building between 6:00 AM – 8:00 PM. For this to be possible, the Sheriff’s department would need 2 additional full-time positions.
